The Garden has sustained a high level of focus on our educational 
programming - both in the theater and through curated virtual events.

The Deep Focus Online Seminars program features acclaimed scholars 
and critics and filmmakers holding thought-provoking discussions on a 
variety of films, joined by participants from a broader geographic area 
than an in-person event would allow.
